Mildly citrus (grapefruit) as well as some mild fruit (apple/pear), this wine has a nice balance with a short 
to medium fi nish. 

Mezza Corona Pinot Grigio Italy  $650 $26
A delightful aroma of green apples and minerals.

New Harbor Sauvignon Blanc New Zealand $850 $34
An enticing bouquet of citrus, passion-fruit, and guava. Its crisp fi nish is characteristic of Marlborough, 
New Zealand’s premier wine growing region.

Sycamore Lane White Zinfandel California $600 $24
A classic white zinfandel, boasting attractive aromas of strawberries and watermelon.  On the palate,
the wine is light and delicately fruity fl avors with a creamy tone and a refreshingly crisp fi nish.

Callaway Merlot  California $900 $36
Great structure and complexity, but is easy to drink and very compatible with a wide variety of foods. Full 
but not heavy, the forward fruit fl avors of boysenberry and black cherry mingle with subtle hints of mint, 
vanilla and black pepper spice.

BV Pinot Noir   California $850 $34
Dark cherry and loamy-earth aromas, with a slight hint of herbs. Medium bodied, slightly minty, 
cherry fl avors, with a touch of tannin adding length to the fi nish.

Peter Lehman “Barossa” Shiraz Australia $950 $38
A glowering black, rich and full-bodied wine with intensely concentrated fruit fl avours mellowed to a soft 
fi nish by small oak maturation.

Seven Deadly Zins  Lodi  $975 $38
Soft, supple pepper and licorice-clove notes merge into a sinful marriage of deep, brambly blackberries 
and lustful cherries. The fi nish is clean on the palate with hints of rich vanilla, cocoa, and mild tannins.

TULLAMORE DEW Subtle and smooth old malt whiskey with a charred 
wood and barley undertone.  $850
